10. The individual appropriately  



    (1) Ensures appropriate sized equipment and crash cart are available



    (2) Performs function checks on airway and monitoring equipment PRIOR to sedation (suction, oxygen delivery apparatus, BVM, pulse oximeter, cardiac monitor)



    (3) Applies the monitoring equipment



    (4) Evaluates Level of consciousness and patient’s response to the medication  



    (5) Administers sedation/analgesia medications  



    (6) Documents VS, observations, medications given, patient’s response, etc



    (7) Monitors the patient per protocol until they return to baseline vital signs,  cardiopulmonary, and neurologic status 



    (8) Recognizes adverse physiologic changes and takes appropriate action
